Dear Prime Minister

As an ActionAid supporter I am writing to you ahead of the G8 summit of world leaders in Germany on 6-8 June. This will be your last chance to make a difference to world poverty as Prime Minister.  

The summit is a major opportunity to ensure that you and your fellow G8 leaders do not backslide on the important commitments made two years ago. If you and your fellow leaders reach agreement, the G8 could get back on track with its existing promises - and could take forward the agenda for tackling world poverty. If you fail the outlook for Africa is bleak.

In particular I would like you to use your influence to persuade world leaders to deliver:

· A year by year plan for the delivery of the aid that G8 leaders promised in 2005. World leaders promised to double aid to poor countries, but two years on some key donor countries are backsliding on their commitments.
· A funding plan to achieve the G8 pledge of providing universal HIV treatment by 2010. Developing countries need to know when and where the money is coming from so that they can provide treatment and train healthcare workers.

· An agreement on tougher rules to regulate the behaviour of multinational companies overseas. Stronger domestic regulation is needed to protect the basic rights of poor people and their communities.

Action in these three areas could transform the lives of millions. I urge you to leave a legacy to be proud of by making sure you do not return empty handed from this summit.
